JOB DESCRIPTION
HEALTH EDUCATOR/SCHOOL NURSE

Brief Description of Position:

The Health Educator/School Nurse is a part of the professional team in each school, which aids each student in developing his or her full potential. The Health Educator/School Nurse responsibilities include health services and health education. The Health Educator/ School Nurse collects and interprets health information through contacts with selected persons from the school, home and community. The Health Educator/School Nurse assists in the planning, implementation and evaluation of the district’s total Health Education Program.

Duties and Responsibilities:

1. Health Educator/School Nurse will compile data from a variety of sources (parent information, health inventory cards, former health records, emergency cards, etc.) to develop an emergency list of students with serious and life threatening illnesses to distribute to school staff.
2. Health Educator/School Nurse will input the health problems and related nursing notes and plans into Infinite Campus database.
3. Health Educator/School Nurse will input changes in student status, results of mandated screenings, and other pertinent health information into Infinite Campus database.
4. Health Educator/School Nurse will in-service designated unlicensed personnel on medication administration, including emergency injectable medications. The Health Educator/School Nurse also provides first aid training, based on American Red Cross and CSNO guidelines, and acts as a triage consult to her sites or other school sites as needed. 
5. Health Educator/School Nurse works   independently at respective school sites, however the Health Educators/School Nurses also work collaboratively as a team to cover the medical needs of all students in the district. This may require adjustments to the nurse’s daily schedules if necessary in order to provide for the medical needs of students at school sites other than those assigned. The Health Educators/School Nurses maintain an emergency call schedule. School sites may refer to this if their assigned nurse is not on site.
6.  Health Educator/School Nurse will meet with school personnel to plan for the health care of students with special needs, such as IEP’s and 504 plans, and assist in determining appropriate accommodations.
7.  Health Educator/School Nurse will schedule and/or conduct vision, hearing and other mandated screenings in accordance with state regulated mandates and refer students to appropriate professionals for evaluation.
8. Health Educator/School Nurse will confer with parents and school personnel to interpret and disseminate information on student health problems that have a bearing on academic performance and/or social-emotional status. The Health Educator will develop and implement an Individualized Health Care Plan (IHCP) as needed.
9. When on site, the Health Educator/School Nurse will provide emergency care for illness or injury to students and staff.
10. Health Educator/School Nurse provides leadership for the provision of health services and serves in a leadership role for the development and evaluation of health policies and programs in the district. As a health expert, the Health Educator/School Nurse participates in SARB meetings and School Wellness Programs. The Health Educator/School Nurse also provides teaching and training to staff and students at various grade levels. 
Adjunct Duties:

Health Educator/School Nurse will attend Nurses’ meetings as scheduled.

Health Educator/School Nurse will not be expected to attend site staff meetings on a regular basis or participate in supervision of students except in emergencies.
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
